We have 
also had one documented 
case of a child having Strep 
Throat.  Although we be-
lieve this child was not pre-
sent while in a contagious 
state, it would still be a good 

idea to be alert 
for the symptoms.  
Some of these 
may include com-
plaint of a sore 
throat and/or 
tongue, white 
spots on the back 
of the throat or 

Falling right in step with 
typical unpredictable Indi-
ana weather, comes all of 
the typical unpredictable 
winter sicknesses.  Unfortu-
nately, our children and 
staff have not been immune 
to many of them this year.  
The most troublesome have 
been the common 
colds that seem to 
hang on forever.  
But worse have 
been the cases 
where these colds 
have led into Bron-
chitis.  Watch your 
child for a deep per-

on the tongue, painful swal-
lowing and possibly a fever.  
We have been doing our best 
to keep hands washed, noses 
wiped and mouths covered, 
but germs can spread fast.  
It is our policy to send chil-
dren home if a fever reaches 
100 or if any diarrhea or 
vomiting occurs.  Children 
should be clear of these 
symptoms for 24 hours be-
fore returning to school.  
This is simply to support the 
well-being and health of our 
children.  Remember, soap 
is a natural germ fighter!
